Whitecoating of Cedarbrook Pool – Spring 2007:  The meeting was held for the purpose of reviewing contractor proposals for the white coating of Cedarbrook Pool.  After considerable discussion, Peter Kirsch moved that the Board award the contract to Community Pools, Inc.  Other bids considered were from Georgetown Aquatics, Wilcoxon, and Winkler Pools.  Margot Norton seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  Jorde Green agreed to be the contact person for the project.

The Board agreed that Jorde will confirm that the white coating absolutely needs to be done this year.  This determination will be made when Community Pools has drained and cleaned the pool in mid April 2007.  There were hollow blisters reported in the summer of 2006.  White coating generally has to be done every 9-10 years, and the pool has not be white coated since it was built in 1997.        

Repair of Basketball Courts – Spring 2007: The Board then discussed the current state of the basketball courts.  Margot Norton reported that the FY 2007 budget has $15,000 for this repair.  There was discussion about repositioning the courts and the underused space that would be created.  After considerable discussion, the Board agreed that Jorde Green should get two (2) bids for the installation of a drainage system and resurfacing the existing basketball court.  Jorde estimated that it would cost approximately $22,000 to remove the existing asphalt, install a drainage system and resurface the  basketball court.  The Board also agreed that  it would be best to purchase removable hoops so that the posts would not be embedded in the new asphalt.  These removable hoops will be removed after the pool closes on Labor Day and stored in the bathhouse during the winter months.  Jorde felt the removable hoops  cost of approximately $600 would be included in the estimate of $22,000.   

Jorde Green will present the two bids for the resurfacing of the basketball courts at the next meeting of the Cedarbrook Board of Directors on Thursday, April 19, 2007.  This meeting will be held at Jana Coe’s home, 4104 Franklin Street, Kensington, MD. 
Adjourned:  Jana Coe moved that the meeting be adjourned at 6:15 p.m.

Margot Norton seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
